APPOINTMENT OF AMANUENSIS
1. An amanuensis shall be allowed only if a candidate suffers from a disability which renders him unable to write normally provided that the fact is duly certified by a Civil/Agency Surgeon/Medical Superintendent/Deputy Medical Superintendent/District Health Officer.
2. The amanuensis employed must not be of the same discipline, Institute and must be of a lower grade of education than the candidate at the time of exam.
3. The Superintendent shall arrange for suitable room for the candidate and also appoint a special Assistant Superintendent for invigilation.
4. The fee to be charged from candidate shall be Rs.50/- per paper per session.
5. The amanuensis employed shall be paid Rs.20/- per paper per session.
6. An amanuensis shall be allowed only in theory papers and shall not be allowed in subjects of Practical nature.
7. An application submitted for grant of permission of an amanuensis must have full particulars of the application. Also, Medical Certificate in respect of his disability be provided with two photos of the amanuensis duly attested by the Head of the School/College/Institution along with a declaration that the amanuensis is of a lower grade be submitted to the board at least one week before the commencement of exam.

8. If the amanuensis or the candidate or both were found guilty of misstatement of fact, then they will be liable for punishment under the unfair means rules of the board.
