AWARDS OF MEDALS/SCHOLARSHIPS/PRIZES
1. Only those candidates shall be entitled to an award who takes and pass the annual examination as a whole at one and the same sitting.
2. Award shall be made to candidates passing in the 1st division only.
3. Marks in the optional subject shall also be counted.
4. When two or more candidates are bracketed together, the award shall be made to the youngest candidate.
5. All scholarships awarded by the Board shall be considered as National Talent Scholarships.
6. The scholarships of a student who fails to show better result in a house or other examination shall be cancelled unless the chairman is satisfied that the causes of failure is beyond the control of the student.
7. No student shall be eligible for two scholarships at a time.
8. Winners of the Board’s scholarships will be eligible to receive scholarships if they continue their studies at any recognised institution, in or outside Pakistan. 
9. If the winner of scholarship does not join a recognised institution or his scholarship is forfeited for any reason, it would be granted to the next candidate in merit. If the next candidate is already receiving some scholarship, he has a choice to accept Board’s scholarship and  relinquish the other scholarship.

10. The scholarships of the Board will be awarded for the full academic course, which the candidate takes up. The scholarships shall be paid for the full course.
11. The winner of the scholarship shall join recognized institution within two months after the declaration of result of the examination. In case of failure to join a recognized institution within the time limit, he will not be eligible to receive scholarships and this will be awarded to the person next in merit.
12. Gold medals shall be awarded every year to the candidates who secure first position and obtain at least 60% marks in the DAE and DCOM examinations. Second position holder shall be awarded with Silver medal while third position holder will be awarded with Bronze medal. For second and third position holder, the minimum percentage of marks is also 60%.
13. Students whose results of the annual examinations are not declared within three months of the general declaration of results for any reason, shall not be eligible for the Academic gold medal.
14. The medals shall be given to the candidates within six months of the declaration of the results.

15. Medals shall be delivered to the candidates through the Heads of Institutions in the case of regular candidates.
