CORRECTION/CHANGE IN NAME/FATHER'S NAME AND DATE OF BIRTH IN DIPLOMAS/CERTIFICATES

CHANGE IN NAME
1. Application for change of name shall be entertained only from students on rolls of recognized institutes and from private candidates taking a Board examination.
2. He shall support his application with an affidavit duly sworn and signed before a magistrate or an oath commissioner by himself if a major and by his father or guardian if a minor.
3. He shall attach a press-cutting of the notice of change of name appearing in at least one newspaper published in the jurisdiction of the Board.

4. Nonrefundable fees of Rs. 350/- shall be deposited for correction/change and Rs. 350/- (Optional) shall be deposited for issuing revised Diploma/Certificate.
5. No change shall be made in the records pertaining to examination taken before the change is sanctioned. The chairman is authorised to allow the change in name to those who pass the Board examination but have not been issued the original certificates.

CHANGE IN FATHER'S NAME
1. The application shall be supported with an attested copy of the decision of the Court regarding the change. Candidates belonging to the Tribal areas and States, should produce a certificate from the Political Agent. 
2. A fresh registration card/certificate will be issued on payment of usual fee and surrender of previous card/certificate.

CHANGE/CORRECTION IN DATE OF BIRTH OF A CANDIDATE
1. The application is made within two years from the commencement of examination or within one year of the delivery of the Secondary School Certificate. No application is entertained after a lapse of five years from the commencement of SSC examination.
2. The Board is satisfied after enquiry and inspection of the school records or a certificate issued by the Department of Education that the mistake was clerical.
